HIRE AGREEMENT

Between

Stagecraft at Wellington [Stagecraft]

And

BACKGROUND

Stagecraft occupies the premises at 22 Ghuznee Street, Wellington, known as the Gryphon Theatre. Stagecraft and the Hirer agree that the Hirer will produce and perform _________[the Work] at the Gryphon Theatre subject to this Agreement.

1. DEFINITIONS

the time when the theatre is used for the Hirer’s production or event, commencing one hour before the Performance Time and ending 30 minutes after the performance ends and definitely by midnight.

‘Person’ includes a company, or other body corporate as well as a natural person.

2. PERFORMANCE TIMES AND DATES

The work will be performed on the Season Dates at the Performance Time as set out above. No alteration of Season Dates or Performance Time will be made without the consent of both the Gryphon Theatre and the Hirer.

3. LIABILITY

Stagecraft and the Gryphon Theatre are not liable for any debts, fines or legal infringements incurred by the Hirer. Stagecraft and the Gryphon Theatre take no responsibility for the Hirer failing to secure any necessary performance rights and releases relating to the work.

Stagecraft and the Gryphon Theatre are not liable for any costs incurred by the Hirer in respect of the production, including the payment of royalties, hirage of equipment, rehearsal space, construction tools or publicity materials.

The Hirer indemnifies Stagecraft and the Gryphon Theatre against any or all liabilities it may incur that are properly liabilities of the Hirer.

If the Hirer breaches any terms of the hire agreement, Stagecraft may immediately cancel the hire agreement. If it does so, the bond, deposit and hireage fees paid to Stagecraft shall automatically be forfeited.

If there is any dispute in relation to the hire by the Hirer of the Gryphon Theatre, or in relation to this agreement, the dispute will be referred to arbitration under the Arbitration Act 1996.

4. TENANCY

This hiring agreement shall not create a tenancy between Stagecraft, the Gryphon Theatre and the Hirer.

5. Stagecraft and the GRYPHON Theatre PROVIDES

· The Gryphon Theatre for the Production Period on the Season Dates.

· Access to lighting and sound equipment as listed in the Information Pack.

· Eighty-four seats total.

· Cleaning equipment.

· Heating, lighting and toilet facilities.

6. THE HIRER’S RESPONSIBILITIES

Expenses incurred

The Hirer is liable to Stagecraft for any loss arising from any damage to the Gryphon Theatre or to property belonging to Stagecraft or any other person caused by or arising from any wilful or negligent act or omission of the Hirer, or of any person permitted by the Hirer to enter or remain on the premises, including the misuse of Fire Extinguishers and for the cost of call out of the Fire Brigade in the absence of fire.

Intellectual Property Rights

If the Work has its Premiere at the Gryphon Theatre, the Gryphon Theatre must be acknowledged as the originating venue in all publicity materials, published play scripts and on the title page of the programme, worded as follows ‘[Name of Work] was first produced at the Gryphon Theatre, Wellington on [Opening Date]’.

Theatre Usage

All members of the Hire group and any individuals associated with it must take all reasonable care in using the premises. The Hirer must ensure that the auditorium is left as found and all areas of the Gryphon Theatre and other parts of Atlas House used by the Hirer are clean and tidy at the Pack-out Date.

The Hirer uses the venue at its own risk and agrees to maintain a health and safety plan at all times. The Hirer agrees to adhere to the fire evacuation plan held by Stagecraft and displayed in the premises.

Rules and guidelines in relation to Pack-in and Pack-out, the facilities, and the general usage of the Gryphon Theatre and its facilities are set out in the Gryphon Theatre Information Pack. The Gryphon Theatre Information Pack forms part of this agreement.

The Hirer will comply with all Acts of Parliament, regulations and bylaws which may apply to the Gryphon Theatre or the use of it by the Hirer.

The Hirer will pay a bond of $500 prior to the Pack-in Date.  Stagecraft may apply the bond or any part of the bond, at Stagecraft’s sole discretion, in meeting power charges, fire brigade charges, repairs, replacement costs, cleaning costs or any other costs incurred by Stagecraft as a result of hiring the Gryphon Theatre to the Hirer, not included in the hireage fees.  The bond is in addition to the deposit.

7. INSURANCE

The Hirer is responsible for all insurance in relation to the hire of this venue. Stagecraft accepts no responsibility for the venue other than the standard legal liability for goods and services provided by them.

8. ALTERATIONS TO THIS CONTRACT

There are to be no alterations to this contract without the consultation and agreement of both parties.

9. REPRESENTATIVE

The Hirer must appoint a Representative for the purpose of the Hirer’s dealings with the Gryphon Theatre.
